by all competitors. The challenge was to design homes for the New Orleans
Broadmoor Neighborhood with emphasis on LEED for Homes, affordable
housing, universal design, and functionality for elderly occupants. Qualifying
submissions could not exceed 880 square feet, $100,000 in construction costs,
and had to achieve the LEED for Homes Platinum Certiecation. Additionally this
will be erst year winners could see their design actually built!
